· 16 Dec, Northrop Grumman – explosion on site, under investigation
· 23 Dec, diesel spill from 18-wheeler, minor, contained
· 28 Dec, 20 gallon hydraulic oil spill at Hwy 63 & Saracena
· 3-4 Jan, Northrop Grumman – gas leak, under investigation
· 5 Jan, Chevron – gas sheen in Bayou Cassotte, boom deployed
· 29 Jan, CSX RR – tank car leaking nitrogen and small diesel leak
· 3 Feb, Chevron – hydrogen sulfide flare
· 11 Feb, Chevron –  overfill of temp storage tank, no impact
· 15 Feb, Chevron – crude oil leak, less than 11 gallons
· 22 Feb, Chevron - #2 diesel spill, ~3 gal in water, 110 gal on land
Leaking lines due to corrosion being replaced
